ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS


Mr. Wigger reported to the Board of Education that there are 20 girls out for high school basketball and 21 for boys high school basketball.  The Troy Marching Band scored a 48 out of 50 at the Hiawatha Halloween parade and Mr. Wigger received lots of compliments on the band program.  The fall play that Mrs. Rockey and her students performed was excellent.  Mr. Wigger has attend the Wolf River Leadership Academy and the KASSP fall conference in the last month.  Parent/Teacher Conference attendance for the ms/hs was 56%.  
Mrs. King asked if the Board of Education would like to continue the tradition of giving the faculty and staff a Christmas ham from Farm Account.  The Board of Education agreed to purchase ham’s for the staff for Christmas from Farm Account.  DCEC has hired an additional para for the primary grades at Troy Elementary.  Bus 2-06 is at Render’s getting some glass repairs.  The staff has been hard at work on transitioning to common core standards.  Some staff are also attending common core training at Hiawatha.  The teachers have requested November 26th as a teacher in-service day to work on common core standards.  The t-shirt orders that have been returned have equaled $1329.00.
