Mrs. King spoke about common core standards.  The band room floor has had to have some additional repairs due to installing the new carpet that were not anticipated.  Applications for the school nurse are continuing to come in.  The new scoreboards will be delivered on Tuesday, June 11th.  The board discussed and will make band mandatory for 5th grade next year.  

Mr. Weishaar will speak to the 4-H about making repairs and adding a gate on the dam at the Farm.  

The Board of Education stated they are getting lots of positive comments about the improvements at the Troy Ballfield.
